Tunnel filling with bone cylinders

Anterior cruciate ligament (ACL) reconstruction is a standard procedure in the active patient. However, the number of ACL
re-ruptures also rises, with an increasing number of ACL reconstructions (ACLR). In ACL revision surgery faulty tunnel posi-
tion and widening require a two-staged treatment with tunnel filling and secondary ACLR to secure a proper fixation of the
transplant.?® The current gold standard for tunnel filling is autologous corticocancellous iliac crest graft harvesting.?! But,
the iliac crest donor site is associated with a significant number of complications causing the quest for alternative tunnel
filling materials.??

Allogenic bone provides an alternative. Cylinders can be inserted openly or, with the help of the new applicator, arthroscop-
ically into the drill canals. Thanks to this modern method of bore canal filling, patients can be spared an additional proce-
dure on the iliac crest.
